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SIRC NEWS FROM MUMBAI

11 April 2004 — To celebrate birth centenary of Kundan Lal Saigal, an illustrated
talk by Dr. Ashok Ranade was organized jointly by SIRC and P. L. Deshpande
Maharashtra Kala Academy. Over 300 persons attended the lecture. One-hour
radio program was broadcast on April 11 (on AIR Mumbai) and Suresh
Chandvankar wrote the script (in Marathi). In May 2004, a program based on
audio/video recordings of Saigal's songs was presented at TIFR. In January
2005, similar one-hour video presentation was organized in collaboration with Y.
B. Chavan Pratishthan in South Mumbai.

2] July 2004 — In collaboration with P. L. Deshpande Maharashtra Kala Academy,
a program based on audio recordings of ‘Raga Malhar' was presented. Mr.
Amrendra Dhaneshwar and Pandit Satyasheel Deshpande participated in the
program and gave expert comments. The same program was repeated in BARC
staff quarters for a small audience.

3] October 2004 — In coliaboration with Dadar Matunga Culttural Center and
Pandit Sharad Sathe, a program based on records of Pandit D. V. Paluskar was
presented. Same program was repeated in Dombivli, Parle and in Pune and was
the most successful listening session.

4] November 2004 — Mr. Suresh Chandvankar attended and participated in a
seminar in Goa organised by American Institute of Indian Studies, New Delhi,
This was a meeting of collectors and archivists and Mr. Chandvankar presented
a paper - ‘Fate and future of private collections of gramophone records'.

5] January 2005 - Surbhi foundation invited us to set up an exhibition in the
Bandra Reclammation Grounds. It was a part of 'Mumbai Mela' and was well
received. Over 5000 persons visited the stall.

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Broadcast Label Records in India

The '‘Broadcast’ label records in India has an interesting and fascinating story:

Mr. Jaysinglal and Mr. Kishorilal Mehta were members of a very prominent family
of diamond and precious stone merchants and partners of the family business
that had been established in 1895. Until about 1930, they had grown into a big
business house with head office in Bombay and branches at Madras and at
Antwerp in Belgium. The firm was leading supplier of industrial diamonds
including diamond tips for cutting heads and lathes required in the recording
industry. This is how probably they came in contact with British Vocalion (foreign)
recording company. Among two brothers, Jaysinglal was fond of classical music
and had a passion for setting up a record manufacturing company. In about
December1933} they established “The Musical Products Ltd.” in Madras with a
capital of Rs.50, 000. They began to record popular artists of that time using
British technolegy and in collaboration with their recording experts. The record
labels had a picture of a diamond at the center with rays of brightness (light)
emanating from it. The labels were produced in various colors — red, golden,
blue, and yellow. The diameter of the records varied from seven inches to twelve
inches. The company had developed a method to adjust the duration of play by
changing the density of the grooves cut into the shellac records. The normal
playing time of a standard ten-inch diameter 78-rpm record at that time was close
to 3-3.5 minutes, while that of twelve-inch diameter record was 5-5.5 minutes.
The records made by this company could play from 3-8 minutes on each side.
These were marked as ‘The Long Playing Record’ on the label. As the company
was financially sound, it could attract great musicians by offering them handsome

fees / remuneration.

It is estimated that during 1932-38, the company produced few hundred records.
They recorded in Bombay, Madras, Calcutta and even in Colombo. Only few
records and record catalogues have survived today and are in safe custody of
record collectors scattered all over India and abroad. In South India, Miss M. S.

Subbulaxmi recorded classical music on 10 and 12" records in 1935/37. Among






instrumentalists, Rajmanickam Pillai and V. Chowdiah cut violin records. In
Bombay and in North India, several musicians of repute made records. These
include: Sherif Khan of Gwalior, Master Vasant Amrut of Surat, Mehndi Raza,
Peara Sahib, Mallikarjun Mansoor, Master Krishnarao (Phulambrikar), Damodar
Purushottam Sharma, Miss Krishna Bai, Kamleshwari, Lalita Devi, Anwari Jan,
Rasoolan Bai (Benares), Siddheshwari Devi, Gulab Bai, Ragrani Durgabai, and
many others, who recorded classical and light classical vocal music. In addition
the company brought out religious items like Buddha ‘Mangal Shlokas' and
‘Ambastuti’ and instrumental records of Ustad Bundu Khan (Sarangi), Majid Khan
(Sarangi), Balram Sing (Harmonium). A message to Indians was recorded by Mr.
Bhulabhai Desai on two sides of record for over 10 minutes. The catalogues
used to contain small photdgraphs of the artists along with a short note on the
recordings. Thé sound quality of recordings is reasonably loud and clear, since
the electrical recording system using carbon microphones was very well

established around that time.

Despite of all these wonderful recordings of great masters and upcoming artists
of early 40’s, the sales were not very great and Jaysinglal had to close down the
Madras shop in about 1936. He came to Bombay and in 1937, started “Diamond
Record Company” and issued records on ‘Lotus’ label. However this venture too
failed. He then started another company named ‘Jay Bharat Record Company’
and began to issue records on chocolate color label with a tricolor flag on it. This
new company essentially issued songs of his favorite singer Miss Susheela
Tembe whom he married subsequently. This new company brought him some
success. The songs were recorded at Bombay and record pressing was done at
Dum Dum factory in Calcutta. By this time the British collaboration with Mehta
family had ended. Later, some of the popular songs of Miss Susheela Tembe
were reissued by Columbia Gramophone Company using Jay Bharat master
recordings and issued on Columbia label. The sales of records were greatly
influenced by the frequency with which they were played on radio. Classical,

Marathi Bhavgeete, Natyageete (songs) of Miss Susheela Tembe were
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extremely popular. She also cut dozens of records of classical music. Jay Bharat

also recorded some prominent artists like Smt. Moghubai Kurdikar.

Thus, Jaysinglal Mehta helped preserving Indian classical music on Broadcast,
Lotus and Jay Bharat record labels during 1930-45. It is not known how many
records were cut and very few catalogues are available today for verification.
However, several eminent artists have been recorded. He also made records of
some Hindi and Tamil film songs. The great treasures left behind by his recording
companies must be preserved for posterity and reissued on tapes and on CD’s.
This will be useful for music lovers and researchérs.

While working on this story, | wrote to Mr. Frank Andrews, UK. He gave me

valuable information reproduced below -

Letter no. 1
From — Mr. Frank Andrews, 46 Aboyne Road Neasden NW10 OHA, London

April 25, 2003
Dear Suresh,

| do not remember exactly what your inquiry was, but all | knew about Broadcast
records in Britain appeared in a two part series in the Hillandale News [No. 129,
December 1982, p. 126 and no. 130 February 1983, p. 148] with the title —
‘Broadcast — The story of the Record’. In that article, | wrote of number of
inquiries what the Vocalion Gramophone Co. Ltd. had received from ‘overseas’
countries, and they were now to be dealt with by The Vocalion (Foreign) Ltd.
which had been formed in London but was to be operated, as a business, in
Australia, where there was a record making factory. Australia factory was to
supply the world with records except some retained by the Vocalion Gramophone
Co. Ltd. Among inquiries for supplies, were communications from following
countries: Ceylon (Sri Lanka), Burmah, India, Malay States and Strait settlements
(Islands). The Melbourne factory commenced pressing discs in about November
1927.
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In the ‘Daily Mirror’ for April 16" 1928, was a report that, Vocalion (Foreign) Ltd.
was in negotiation for the erection of a factory in Burmah, with a capacity of
pressing 10,000,000 records per annum, i.e. ten million, and that tentative offers
for the whole of the output had been received. The Financial Times of June 16™
1928 printed, “ In India and China, arrangements have been made with well
known houses for distribution on a wide scale, and assignments are on the way.
For the first trading year [1928-29], Vocalion (Foreign) Ltd. allowed a loss, and
allowed a further loss in 1929-30".

The Broadcast record made its appearance on the Indian market (by the report)
in July 1928. McMillan & Co. Ltd. Calcutta Branch imported 5,000 Broadcast
discs on 23" June 1928, dealer value put at Rs. 2,177/8/-. One dealer was
offered the discs at Rs.1/6/-each, less 20% trade discount. No demonstrations
had yet been given in McMillan’s premises. In August 1928, it was reported from
Bombay that Messers Rose & Co. had commenced to stock Broadcast records,
which they had received from Messers McMillan & Co. the distributors, at a
discount of 33-1/3 %, after an offer of 20 % discount was refused. Rose & Co.
reported that they had commenced a fairly good sale but they do not expect the
demand will last more than three months. February 1929: Financial Times
reported that the directors of Vocalion (Foreign) Ltd. had under consideration the
erection of a record pressing plant in India.

During 1930, the plant in Australia was sold to an Australian Company, | am in no
position to say of Vocalion (Foreign) Ltd. still made use of that company or
whether the business which had been carried on in Australia, was taken back by
Vocalion Gramophone Co. itself. | am sorry to say this is all | have on Broadcast
records as it may apply to India. The London Company did have a mobile
recording unit but | know nothing of its activities.

Broadcast records before their business went to the Decca Record Co. Ltd in
march 1937. The Broadcast label was a registered trademark of the Vocalion
gramophone Co. Ltd since June 1927 and this would still have been extant when
the Crystalate Gramophone Record Mfg. Co. Ltd. acquired the business in 1937.
| have not followed the history of the trademark but it was not due for renewal
until 1941, with Decca Record Co. Ltd. the nominal owners | assume, unless
either Decca or Vocalion sold the trademark to others, perhaps ‘The Musical
Products Limited of Madras’. gained right in the label.

The example sent to me does not show registered trademark, although the label
states “British make by patent process”. | cannot tell from the pressing who did
the actual processing. If the letter B or any other letter from the word
BUCKINGHAM appears at the 3 or 5inch space outside the label, then it is a
Decca pressing. | guess this is all | can contribute.

This
catalogue is printed at the Mouj Press, Fort, BOMBAY, The catalogue is in
Gujrathi and it opens with page containing ‘Introduction and appeal’ written by
the managing director Mr. Jesinglal Mehta, from Madras. English translation of
this page reads as:

‘Introduction and appeal’

Hindi gramophone records issued so far do not give enough pleasure and true
satisfaction to the listeners. This is because of the limited time of just three
minutes. How ¢an music be appreciated in just three minutes?

Music is such a vast subject and involves khayal (raga) singing that contains tan,
palta, bhav, laya, sur, taal and sounds of the accompanying musical instruments.
How can these all be compacted in three minutes?

If a record plays for longer duration, then only one can get real listening pleasure.
Keeping this in mind, we have used latest Marconi Patent process to produce
records playing for four and half to six minutes. We dare to introduce these long
playing records for the benefit of the music loving buyers. We are proud to state
that we could get co-operation from the great scholars and Sangeetacharya’s of
music for recording on Broadcast labels. These are leading popular musicians of
current time. Broadcast recording is one hundred per cent indigenous enterprise.
In this venture, we expect the help from all the music lovers. And here we
promise you that Broadcast records shall give you full entertainment.

These are some of the first issues of vocal music in Hindi, Gujrathi, Marathi and
Urdu languages. Also issued are some instrumental recordings. We hope these
records shall help you in filling your houses with wonderful music.

This is just the beginning of our company and we request you to forgive us and
neglect our shortcomings and mistakes. We look forward for your continuing
support and patronage.

The first release of these records has been made with great efforts and in ancient
Indian languages including Hindi, Gujrathi, Urdu and Marathi. Great instrumental
accompaniment has enhanced the rendering of vocal music of the great artists. If
